MINUTES APPROVAL

Minutes from the June and July SLT were tabled.

MEETING SCHEDULE

SLT member, Sandra Levy, was elected to the MS54 SLT. Because of overlap of meeting dates, we changed our March and December Meetings.

INCREASE IN CLASS SIZE FOR SECOND GRADE

We discussed the class size for 2nd grade and asked questions about how the classrooms can be best supported.

Katy reported the following:

There are 30 students in all 5 classes. There are paraprofessionals and student teachers in 4 of the 5 classes. The other class has an assistant teacher paid for by the P.T.A. 2nd grade science will be taught by Becca Varadan. 2nd grade library curriculum with have a technology focus.  There is also a part time math specialist on staff that will most likely be supporting the second grade.

Pat Bleichman and Peter Rockwitz expressed their comfort at the level of support they are getting. They anticipate parent/teacher conferences being a bit challenging but other than that feel comfortable. A question was asked as to how the new teacher, Katie Egger, is being supported. Pat and Peter explained that the teachers work closely together and Katie is being supported in every way possible. 

Questions were asked about the process of hiring more help if need be. Katy said they would continue to discuss and will go to the PTA if a need arises for help in funding additional part time teachers or assistant teachers.

An inquiry was made about the long term plan for this grade. Katy anticipates going back to 6 classes for this grade in 2012-2013.

REGISTER

School register is at approximately 790 students. Katy says DOE budget is accurate and she does not expect to have to return any money due to register.

K WAITLIST

We offered #68 (out of 73) a spot this last week.

SLT ELECTION

Harvey Kaufman, SLT parent member, has moved so there is a vacancy on SLT. There will be an election for this spot at the first PTA meeting on September 27th.

BY-LAW REVIEW

It is time for SLT by-laws to be reviewed.  The last time was in October 2009. SLT members were asked to review the SLT by-laws prior to the next meeting on October 7th. 

GREENHOUSE

Katy and Theresa reported that meetings are happening with Sunworks, the organization we are partnering with as we pursue a greenhouse for PS199. They are currently looking at locations around the school. Initially, it appears that a roof greenhouse would be approximately $800K and a ground level greenhouse would be approximately $300K. A feasibility study for the roof would be approximately $25K and for ground level would be $5K. We have not officially started a feasibility study.

MISC.

Katy informed SLT that the teacher data reports are being abandoned by the DOE because they aren’t accurate. The state will do their own teacher data reports.

Last year, Katy had discussed getting a principal intern. However, it did not come to fruition for this year.
