òI will not bully others. 

òI will not stand by while others are being bullied. 

òI will report bullying whenever I see it.ó 

This is the pledge that our students made after 
attending an assembly program in February.  I 
believe that, with your support, the schoolõs efforts 
to make our community a safer place for all of the 
children can have an impact.  

Not all conflicts between children are examples of 
bullying.  Children will inevitably have altercations 
with one another, sometimes verbal, somet imes 
physical.  It is when a child is repeatedly dominating 
another, resulting in intimidation and fear, that we 
need to be concerned about a bully.  

This is our challenge.  Bullies rarely act overtly, in 
front of adults who will intervene. They find times 
and places where they canõt be observed.   So it is 
important for all children to learn that they should 
tell an adult when anyone is being intentionally hurt.  
We know that victims are reluctant to report verbal 
or physical bullying.  They are afraid of r etaliation.  
They feel embarrassed.  They want to deny that 
there is a problem.  The result is that we often learn 
about incidents not from students themselves but 
from their parents many days after an incident.  

The vast majority of our students are neithe r bullies 
nor targets.  But they are sometimes bystanders, 
witnesses, serving as the audience when someone 
else teases, taunts, hits, excludes, or spreads 
rumors.  Imagine if all of the bystanders became 
allies of the victims.  The bullies wouldnõt have the 
power to humiliate and demean anyone.  As parents, 
you can help us by encouraging your children to 
stand up  

against bullies.  Students can offer friendship and 
support to a target child by inviting him or her to 
play and by suggesting that the bully be ignored.  
Bystanders can get an adult to intervene.  

 

 

Can we eliminate conflicts between children?  No.  
Can we eliminate bullying?  Hopefully.  We know we 
have to protect children from being hurt by their 
peers and to stop perpetrators from establishing a 
pattern of behavior that could lead to more serious 
trouble in the future.  

If you get a phone call about an incident involving 
your child, remember that when children are 
aggressive, they need to be taught alternative ways 
to respond to conflicts.  It do esnõt help to be 
defensive, make excuses or blame another child.  We 
have to take a problem solving approach in working 
with our students.   We have to work together.  

Bullies justify their actions with distortions.  For 
example, they typically blame someon e else for their 
actions.  òHe grabbed the marker when he knew I 
wanted it.ó  Bullies also minimize their actions or 
compare what they do to someone elseõs 
transgression.  òI didnõt pinch her hard.ó òShe wrote 
on my paper yesterday.ó   And bullies lack empathy 
for their targets by assigning them a low status.  òHe 
ruined the game for our team when he missed the 
ball.ó  Teaching them to accept responsibility and to 
think about the other person are ways to change the 
behavior.  

Our school promotes a culture of  kindness.  Teachers 
celebrate òrandom acts of kindnessó and foster 
cooperation over competition.  With constant 
reminders, role playing and modeling of proper social 
behavior, we hope to ingrain our motto of òwork 
hard, be kindó into the childrenõs way of being.  We 
count on you to help us build a peaceful community.

While the PTA cannot hire teachers, it can pay for 
essentials like supplies and copy equipment, 
technology and books, which in turn frees up money 
for Katy Rosen, our Principal, to use her DOE money 
to hire the bes t teachers and specialists for our 
children.  

Following are a few examples of where the money 
that you so generously donated this year to our 
Family Giving Drive, Auction, Book Sale etc has gone: 

Classroom Start -up 

We gave the school $9500 so that each teacher can 
receive an individual $300 stipend to set up their 
classroom in their own unique ways and spend less of 
their own money.  

Computers  

We gave $30,000 to fund 30 additional Apple laptops 
to add to the 30 we purchased last year. This has 
really moved PS 199 forward in teaching computer 
technology to our children.  

Frost Valley  

The PTA paid $9500 toward the Frost Valley 5th 
grade Trip.  

LiceEnders 

A $7700 donation to provide checking and 
remediation for éyou know. 

Music and Dance 

This year the PTA fully fun ded the entire 
Music/Dance program for all the grades. This $45,000 
expenditure not only freed up money for Katy to use 
in her budget, it ensured that our children would be 
guaranteed programs that they love: Lincoln Center 
Institute, NDI, Vital Theatre an d NY Philharmonic. 

Playground Supervision  

We have paid $14,500 to have Fastbreak and Asphalt 
Green during recess periods in the yard for children 
who are looking for more supervised play and games.  

Schoolwide Messaging System 

We have purchased a Schoolwide Message system for 
$2500 that will notify you via email/cell phone of 
important events (snow days, emergencies etc) . 

Teacher Training  

The PTA supports the professional development of 

our teachers through a $25,000 donation toward 
Staff Development. The "Summer Institutes" at 
Teachers College provide week long training in 
advanced reading and writing techniques.  

Technology  

$25,000 bought additional printers for the classrooms 
plus all the ink needed to fuel all those printers in 
the school.  

Cafeteria Trays  

This year we committed to try the new recyclable 
cafeteria trays with a donation of $2500.  

Other:   Childcare during PTA meeting and Parent 
Teacher nights, Everyday Math online rights, 
Bathroom cleaning, $5000 in new Common Tables. 

Last but not least éCommunity Events that in turn 
build Community. The PTA sponsors some great 
events during the year..some require money ésome 
just a lot of effort. Either way they are brought to 
you by the PTA..Stars on Stage, Festival of South 
Asia, Movie Nights, Breakfasts with Katy, 
Thanksgiving Celebration, Holiday Party, 
International Dance..the list goes on and on.

ABOUT KIDS

How can I help my child develop into a socially 
responsible person?  

Children are born egocentric and for a good reason ð 
they are dependant on someone else f or all their 
needs and all they care about is getting those needs 
met. However, as  they grow, they  become more 
interested, involved and concerned with others. 
Helping them become empathetic and caring towards 
others is a skill that we can help foster . 

As with so many things we hope to teach our 
children, modeling is one of the most powerful tools 
we have. Teaching by example that we care about 
our fellow human beings and the world around us 
sets an expectation for our children. Equally 
powerful is including  your child in doing good deeds.  

There are so many ways we can do our part, with our 
children alongside us: donating used books, visiting 
patients in a nursing home, cleaning up our 
neighborhood, raising money for causes you believe 
inéthe list could go on!  

Helping your child help others creates two very 
important scenarios ð one is, that your child is doing 
something positive and generous that will make a 
difference; the other is that your child is helping 
him/herself too! Iõm sure youõve already noticed that 
when youõve given something of yourself you have 
felt that you gained something in return. Why not 
teach our children how to achieve such a positive 
feeling? When children give of themselves, they are 
learning so many things: pride, empathy, 
hopefulness, connections to others and more.  

AT PS 199 there are many opportunities to get 
involved and help the community. The upcoming 
Walkathon is a perfect example of an event in which 
families can work together to raise money for our 
school community. Childr en can also help to collect 
phones, sneaker, bottle  caps or box tops and as they 
get older they can become a mentor through a 
program at 199.

your children with a trusted relative?  PLEASE 
remember to tell the school who is responsible for 
your children in your absence!  You would be 
surprised how often we have tried to reach 
parents only to find out after many unanswe red 
phone calls they are away and a grandparent or 
aunt is staying with the students.  We need the 
name and contact number of the caregiver in case 
of an illness or accident.  The students do need to 
picked up early sometimes, or taken to a doctor, 
even on those rare instances when you are not 
available.  Anyone in the main office will take the 
information from you.  Thank you for your 
attention to this detail.
